GOAL:  To Develop Fine Motor Skills

MATERIALS: 
· Coffee filters
· Eye droppers
· Markers
· Water
· Pipe Cleaners
· Scissors


TRANSITION / INTRODUCTION TO ACTIVITY: 
The children are transiting from large groups, the teacher will introduce the centers that are set up for small group activities and then will call the children to the center of their choice.  
· Greet ch, recap over the book that was read caterpillar to butterfly and also the web created.
· Show the children all the materials that we will be using
· Explain that once filters are dry we attach the body of our butterflies

BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVE: 
The child will be able to attach the body of the butterfly to the coffee filter w/o teacher assistance. 

PROCEDURES OF ACTIVITY LISTED STEP BY STEP:
· Gather all supplies coffee filters, makers, eye droppers, pipe cleaners, cups, water, and scissors  
·  Call the children to the area
· Show the children step by step how to use the materials
· Children will pour water in small cups
· Children will count out four coffee filters 
· Children will use the markers to decorate the coffee filters
· Teacher will encourage the children to use lots of colors
· Allow the children to explore how mixing two colors together makes a new color
· Teacher will ask the children what colors they used to make a new color
· Children will use hands to pinch the eye dropper to collect the water from the cup
· Teach will ask how the “how do they collect the water?”
· Children will release the water from the dropper unto the coffee filter
· Children will use their fingers to pinch the inside of the coffee filters to form the wings
· Children will use the pipe cleaners to wrap around the center of the pinched coffee filter
· Children will twist the pipe cleaners to their desired liking for the butterflies antenna 
· Children will use the scissors to cut the butterflies antennas to desired length
· Children will spread the butterflies wings to their desired width  
· Teacher will then package the cookies for children to take home
· Children will put all extra material in the proper place to prepare for the next group of children
· Children will wash their hands
· Children will be instructed to which center is next


CLOSING TRANSITION: 
As the children finish and prepare for the next center, 
· How often do you see butterflies at your house? 
· Why did you choose those colors to create your butterfly? 
· How could we catch a butterfly?
· What would we put the butterfly in if we caught?
 


CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT NOTE: 
· Have enough material 
· Allow the children to make more than one butterfly 
· Just give very little water in each cup provided
· Just give verbal instructions for the children to follow
· All children plenty of time to work

· What can we use coffee filters for?
· What do you know about butterflies?

· Who do you think a butterfly eats?
· How long does a butterfly live?

WHERE TO GO FROM HERE:   
Children who met the goal:
· Use a different item to collect water in such as a spray bottle to spread the colors on the filter

Child who need more practice:
· Repeat the activity using a larger dropper
· Modify the activity by using paint and paint brushes 

FOLLOW UP/ENRICHMENT or EXTENTIONS TO ACTIVITY: 
· Have children practice playing with play dough to strengthen the concept of pinching
· Have the children make other object out of pipe clears to strengthen the concept of twisting
· Add  eye droppers in the water table
