Teacher’s Role:
	Upon introducing the birthday celebration prop box to the children, the teacher must explain the contents of the items in the box, the rules, and how the games played.  It is also important to explain the number of children allowed at the celebration at one time. 
	The first few days of the birthday celebration the teacher should be very hands on and interacting.  The first birthday celebration can be the teacher’s.  After the first few days have passed and the children seem to have a good sense of how to take turns and share the teacher should be close by to observe the children but not interrupting or giving ideas unless the children ask her.  
[image: ]	By the teacher setting a limit of how many children are permitted at the celebration at one time, she is setting the tone indirectly of how the time spent during the celebration will be.  The teacher should intervene as little as possible.  This intervention will be something as small as saying “its Jimmy’s birthday this time” or “Yes you got them all correct” to stepping in if she sees the children’s disagreement lead to physical inappropriate actions.
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
