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1. What did the children learn? 
The child will be able to use their hands to stamp the circle on their paper for the caterpillar’s body w/o teacher assistance.
· The children learned to use their hands to press the bottom of the cup into paint and stamp circles on their paper 

What skills were developed or what knowledge was gained?
· The children developed the skill of fine motor as they use their hands to press the cup of paint to make circles on their paper.

How do you know they learned?
· I observed the children actually use their hands to stamp the circle on their paper for the caterpillar’s body w/o teacher assistance.

2. How do you know the children were actively involved in the activity?  
· The children were actively involved in the activity selecting their desired colors to stamp on their paper to create the body of the caterpillar.

What could you do in the future to make it more child-directed?
· To make this a more child-directed activity next time I will allow the children to choose which side of the cup to stamp, provide more items that can use to make the circles such as marshmallows, sponges, and or tracing the circles and painting them with paint brushes.


3. Did you need to modify your lesson/activity plan?  
· With this activity there were no modification needed

Why or why not?  If you did, (and it’s ok to need to modify a lesson – even in the middle of the lesson) were you able to do it “on the fly”?  
Were you able to modify it at the last minute or was that difficult for you? Explain.

4. Were the questions that you planned to ask actually asked?  
· I was able to actually ask the questions that I planned.

Did you think of additional questions as you worked with the children?  
· There were lots of questions that were added during the actual lesson from the children and me.  The conversation was ongoing and covered various topics. 
· One of the topics that stood out to me was, Ch-“Caterpillars are not all of these colors, so why are we painting them all these colors”?

Did the children’s reactions and responses influence your choice of questions? 
· The children’s response did influence my choice of question from the story we read “Hungry Catterpillar” and the group discussion and open ended questions Ms. Nelia has already asked the children.

5. Were the materials appropriate?  Why? Why not?
· The materials were appropriate.  The children were able to use all of the materials with ease without my assistance. I was able to make one of my own with each group.




6. What would you change/keep the same the next time you do this lesson?

· I would use other items that the children could use to make the circles, and I would allow them to mix the colors to create new colors

7. Were you thorough in your step by step procedures? 
· I was very thorough in my step by step procedures.  Those steps helped me stay on track myself. 
· Helped me keep the children focused
· Made me feel organized 
· Allowed me to have fun with the activity
· Be a kid again

If you found missing steps, what were they?  
What will you need to think about in the future so that you include all steps in your planning?

8. What do you see as your teaching strength with this lesson? 
· I see my teaching strength with is activity to be in the area of helping children to see the importance of making the goal reachable and obtainable across the board for the four year olds and the five year olds.  This activity every child met their objective.

What areas of the planning and of the presentation part were most comfortable?
· I was most comfortable in the area of presentation with implementing.  This activity went a whole lot better than the first one.  I believe it’s because I knew the children a lot better and knew which ones to group together and which ones needed a little more time and attention with the activity. 



9. In what areas do you still have room to grow? 
· Whiles I did leave room for creative I still over planned the activity.  It should be a little more child driven and child directed

What areas of the planning process and the presentation of the lesson were the most challenging for you?  
· The most challenged area for me was all the children wanted to make theirs first. They all ran to the table to see what was going on and what we were going to be making. 

What can you do to meet and master these challenges?
· To master those challenges on the next two activities I will allow Ms. Nelia to choose who she wants to be first to do the activity. This will come from those that are sitting and following direction during the small/large group activity time. 

10. When a teacher writes an objective, it is not expected that the objective will be on target for each child’s developmental level.  The teacher might be targeting the majority of the children or a specific child’s needs.  Think for a moment about the children who met the objective, what is the next level or step for them?  
· For the children that met their objective, the next step for them is to provide materials with pictures and words along with the recipe and allow them to do it by themselves.

11. Now think about the children who did not meet the objective, what do you need to do to help them eventually reach the objective?  

· Because I believe practice makes perfect, I would give the children that didn’t meet the objective the same activity that would help them increase their ability to stamp firmly such as lard stompers and ink pads.
 
· Play with play dough at least once a day, rolling, pinching, squeezing, and flatting

Why didn’t they meet the objective?  
· The child did not get press firmly with the cup in the paint and stamp the paper with the cup
What skills need to be developed so that they can eventually reach the objective?
· Play with playdough  
· Use sponges to paint 
· Stamp markers 
· Stamp ink pads
· Stamps
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
