GOAL:  To Develop Fine Motor Skills

MATERIALS: 
· white paper
· paper cups
· Paper plates
· paint in a variety of colors
· marker
· color pencils 
· crayons
· wipes 


TRANSITION / INTRODUCTION TO ACTIVITY: 
The children are transiting from large groups, the teacher will introduce the centers that are set up for small group activities and then will call the children to the center of their choice.  
· Greet ch, recap over the book that was read caterpillar to butterfly and also the web created.
· Show the children all the materials that we will be using
· Explain that once the caterpillar’s body is dry they will be able to draw on the face and feet

BEHAVIORAL OBJECTIVE: 
The child will be able to use their hands to stamp the circle on their paper for the caterpillar’s body w/o teacher assistance.

PROCEDURES OF ACTIVITY LISTED STEP BY STEP:
· Gather all supplies paper plates, paint, cups, makers, wipes, color pencils, markers, crayons, and white paper
·  Call the children to the area
· Show the children step by step how to use the materials
· Children will pour desired colors of paint on the paper plates
· Children will dip the bottom of the cups into the paint color of their choice
· Children will do this until they have no more room on their paper for the body of the caterpillar 
· Teacher will encourage the children to use lots of colors
· Teacher will encourage the children to press the bottom of the cup firmly in the paint to collect more paint
· Teacher will ask the children how they could get the color to show up better on their paper
· Children will use the markers to add the feet to the caterpillar 
· Children will use the markers to add the face to the caterpillar
· Teacher will ask the children what colors they used to make a new color
· Teacher will ask the children to place their work on top of the cubby to dry
· Children will put their plates with paint into the trash
· Children will wash their hands
· Children will be instructed to which center is next


CLOSING TRANSITION: 
As the children finish and prepare for the next center, 
· What is the caterpillar before it before it becomes a caterpillar?
· What is the caterpillar called?
· What does the caterpillar eat to make it grow?
· What is the protective shell called?
· What do you think will have after about two weeks of the chrysalis being in the shell? 


CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT NOTE: 
· Have enough material 
· Allow the children to make more than one caterpillar 
· Just give verbal instructions for the children to follow
· All children plenty of time to work

WHERE TO GO FROM HERE:   
Children who met the goal:
· Use a different items to create the circles on the paper such as toilet paper rolls or stamp with the top of the cup
· Allow the children to cut circles out construction paper and glue them on the caterpillar

Child who need more practice:
· Repeat the activity using a paint dabber 
· Modify the activity by using circles that are cut out

FOLLOW UP/ENRICHMENT or EXTENTIONS TO ACTIVITY: 
· Have children practice playing with play dough to strengthen the concept of pressing, pulling and twisting
· Have the children color and write with chalk, crayons, and markers to enhance their ability to press
